A warm welcome back to a new term and a new year!
As well as the usual weekly sessions, we have several events running this term and I hope that you and your children will be able to join in with these:
Plant a pot on Sunday 21st January  at 10.30am Ithamar Chapel  (MUST BRING MONEY)
Sunday Club is needing to raise some funds to cover our various Easter events and so we thought we would do this whilst having fun and doing something lovely for our Mums, Dads, other members of our families in anticipation of Mothering Sunday.
